The focus for the qplex conference centre is to establish the facility as a premier location for major 
business, community and special events in the region. The conference facility will feature a 4,000 
square foot multi-purpose room suitable for hosting a variety of gatherings. Catering services will be 
provided by George Cousins Catering Services utilizing a large commercial kitchen located on the 
lower level of the building. In addition to the catering, they will also be responsible for the sale of 
food and non alcoholic beverages from two “Q” Stop concession stands located on the upper level in 
the arena and the lower level in the pool area. Healthy food options will be featured on the menu. 

“Our families and businesses are deeply rooted in this community. We have supported a great many 
of the arts, athletic events and teams in the area. Bidding on being the food services vendor to the 
qplex seemed like the natural extension to what we do,” explains George Georgoudis, co-owner of 
Vito’s Restaurants in the Kennebecasis Valley and Saint John.
